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» Types of searches

- ACCENT KATSUYOHYO window
When you click the [ACCENT KATSUYOHYQ]
button on the main window, the ACCENT KAT-
SUYOHYO window is displayed. This window
shows how accent types of words change de-
pending on conditions under which you use
them. Words are categorized by part of
speech (noun, verb, adjective and numeral).
When you click a word, you can listen to every
example on the same line.
The [JITEN NI MODORU] button allows you to
close the ACCENT KATSUYOHYO window and
return to the main window (otherwise, click on
the main window to return).

- KIGO NO SETSUMEI window

When you click the [KIGO NO SETSUMEI] but-
ton on the main window, the KIGO NO SET-
SUMEI window is displayed. The window ex-
plains pronunciation and accent marks used in
this dictionary.

You are recommended to check what each
mark means before listening to the accents.

+ TSUKAIKATA window

When you click the [TSUKAIKATA] button on
the main window, the window titled “NIHONGO
HATSUON ACCENT JITEN NO TSUKAIKATA”
is displayed.

When you click one of buttons on the left, the
window explaining the use of the correspond-
ing feature is displayed.

Clicking one of these buttons displays the window
explaining the use of the corresponding feature.

This dictionary provides three types of searches:

ZENBUN ITCHI (Whole-word matching): Searches only for a word(s) that is matched exactly
with the entered string. This is the default setting.

ZENPO ITCHI (Word-beginning matching): Searches for words beginning with the entered

string.

KOHO ITCHI (Word-ending matching): Searches for words ending with the entered string.

When too many words match with your entry
(for the word-beginning matching and the
word-ending matching, up to 100 words can
be displayed) or when there is no word match-
es with your entry, a dialog box shown on the
left is displayed. In such cases, click [OK].
Then, retype the entry using Chinese charac-
ters or type a new entry, and perform a search
again.
